The next Dean of the Faculty will be an internationally respected administrator, scholar, and professor of a pertinent discipline – 
a leader with reputation and capacity commensurate with the goals of the Daniels Faculty and the global importance of its work. 
With award-winning faculty, a new building, a strong financial position, well-established community relationships, and highly 
competitive programs that attract excellent students, the Faculty is well positioned to further enhance its international reputation 
for teaching and research, and to fortify its standing among the world’s leading Faculties of its kind.
